Six of my eight journal articles (including those forthcoming), or 75%, are A ERA ranked journals indicating the high quality of my research. According to QUT e-print statistics, my publications have received over 11,000 downloads, a highly impressive figure for an early career researcher. Since graduating, all of my last seven publications are sole-authored indicating that I am beginning to develop a ‘name’ in my own right. Of these, five have been invited by editors.   

I have a substantial slate of academic publishing planned for 2010. I have 3 works in press, and 3 are forthcoming. I am guest editing two journal special issues to be published in 2010: ‘Film, Cinema, Screen’ in Australia’s premiere media and communications journal Media International Australia: Incorporating Culture and Policy and an A* journal; and the ‘Australian Horror’ theme of Studies in Australasian Cinema an A journal. 

This also indicates that I am not only contributing to current debates within film related fields, but I am also leading discussion in some cases. ‘Film, Cinema, Screen’ is one of the first journal issues in recent times dedicated to national academic discussion of major challenges and change facing the Australian film industry. The  ‘Australasian Horror' issue represents if not the first, then certainly one of first journal issues dedicated to the academic discussion of Australian and New Zealand horror movies. I am also in the process of rewriting my PhD thesis as a book on Australian horror cinema, and have had discussion with publishers including Intellect regarding its publication.
